1. SUBMISSION OF BIDS
11 Sealing and Marking of Bids:

The tender would be processed according to a single stage, two Bid procedure.
Offers should be submitted in two parts viz., Technical bid and Price Bid, each in
duplicate and each in separate envelope.

Timely delivery of the bid is the responsibility of the Bidder. Bids must reach DGH
not later than the closing date & time specified in the tender. Any bid received
by DGH after the closing date and time will be reje  cted and/or returned
unopened to the Bidder. DGH will not be responsibl e for the loss of tender
or for any delay during the postal transit or other wise.

In case of a consortium of companies bidding for the tender, names, document of
technical and financial strength of the constituents of the consortium; legally valid
agreement of the consortium by individual constituents should be furnished along
with the nomination of the lead company agreed by all the constituents of the
consortium. This information must be included in the Technical Bid. DGH
shall correspond and shall address all correspondence with regard to this tender
with the lead company only whose response shall be taken as agreed to by all
the constituents of the consortium.

The bids can only be submitted in the name of the bidder in whose name the bid
documents were issued by DGH. The tender papers shall be complete in all
respects and submitted together with requisite information and annexures, if any.
It shall be complete and free from ambiguity, changes or interlineations.

The bidder's offer and any annotations or accompanying documentation shall be
in English language only. The complete bid including the prices must be written
by the bidder with indelible ink.

Bidders shall quote their firm rates in figures and without putting any
conditions/qualifications. Tenders containing qualifying expressions such as
"subject to availability”, "subject to minimum acceptance", etc. shall be liable for
disqualification and may lead to rejection. The price quoted shall be in Indian

rupees (Rs.)

The offered rates will remain firm till finalisation of Tender. Any representation or
request received after bid opening date and before opening of commercial bid,
regarding revision of rates, will not be entertained and may lead to rejection of
bid.

Bidders should indicate at the time of quoting against this tender their complete
postal and telegraphic/telex/fax/e-mail address.

The conditions of the contract to be made with the successful bidder would be
based on various sections of this document.

BID OPENING AND EVALUATION
Opening of Technical Bids by DGH:

DGH will open the Technical Bids in the presence of Bidder, or his authorized
representative, who choose to attend at the date, time and place mentioned in
the forwarding letter. However, an authorization letter from the Bidder must be
produced by the Bidder’s representative at the time of opening of Bids.

The Price Bids of those Bidders, whose Technical Bids are found to be
acceptable, will be opened on a fixed date, time & venue, which shall be
communicated to the technically acceptable Bidders.

CLARIFICATION OF BIDS

To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of bids, the DGH may,
at its discretion, ask the Bidders for certain clarifications. The request for
clarifications and the response shall be in writing.

DGH’'S RIGHT TO ACCEPT OR REJECT BID

The DGH reserves the right to accept or reject any Bid, and to annul the Bidding
process and reject all Bids, at any time, prior to the award of Contract, without
assigning any reason.

BID BOND

The bidder shall furnish along with his Technical Bid, interest-free Refundable
Bid Bond of Rs1.80 lakhs in the form of Bank Guarantee as per the proforma
enclosed at Annexure-VI. Technical Bid not accompanied by Bid Bond in original
shall be rejected. Bid Bond should be valid for 150 days from bid closing date.

The Bid Bond is required to protect the DGH against the risk of Bidder’'s conduct,
which would warrant the Bond's forfeiture.

The Bid Bond will be returned to all unsuccessful bidders, once the LOI is placed
on the successful bidder. Similarly, the Bid Bond will also be returned to
successful bidder, on receipt of performance Bank Guarantee from them.

The Bid Bond shall be denominated in the currency of the Bid and shall be in the
shape of a Bank Guarantee issued by a bank having corresponding branch office
in India, in the format provided in the Bidding Documents.

The Bid Bond may be forfeited:

If a Bidder withdraws/modifies his Bid during the period of Bid validity specified
by the Bidder on the Bid form, or

If the successful Bidder fails to:

Terms and Conditions

The duration of the Contract for 2 no. of AC Buses with minimum 47 seating
capacity will be for three (3) years from the date of placement of buses on duty.
Further, extension of the contract by one year can be considered in case
services of the Contractor are found satisfactory. CNG kit installed in the bus
should be certified kit from authorized dealer. Document to this effect is to be
provided by the bidder at the time of inspection of the buses.

The model of the buses should be 2009. The buses should be in sound
mechanical as well as physical condition. At the same time, they must have
necessary permit (s) as required under Motor Vehicle Act or any other regulation
of the Govt. to run as hired buses. A copy of the same is to be provided
immediately to DGH on issuance of LOI.

The 2 no. of AC Buses buses is to be maintained in good mechanical / physical
condition at the cost of the contractor.

Employment of drivers and payments of wages to the drivers of the buses
provided against the contract shall be the responsibility of the contractor. The
drivers should have a valid Driving License issued by the Competent Authority.
A copy of the same is to be provided to DGH on issuance of LOI. The conduct of
the driver(s) should be to the satisfaction of the staff of DGH. In case
driver(s) misbehaves, such driver(s) will be replaced, by the Contractor,
immediately at the request of DGH. Drivers and other staff should have proper
uniform as approved by the transport authority.

Buses supplied by the contractor shall be covered by a valid Comprehensive
Insurance Policy & payment of premium of such insurance shall be paid by the
contractor. A copy of the same is to be provided to DGH on issue of LOI.

The Contractor shall provide Six (6) different Newspapers namely Hindustan
Times (English)- 2 no., Times of India (English)- 2 no., Economic
Times(English)- 2 no., on all working days for both the buses

The Contractor has to comply with all the statutory requirements under Motor
Vehicle Act and other Govt. rules and regulations during the contract period at
his cost, if any.

In the event of breakdown of the buses on way, the contractor shall arrange
replacement of buses within a reasonable time not more than two hour,
depending upon place of breakdown. Incase the Contractor fails to make
alternative arrangement, DGH reserves the right to make alternative
arrangements at the risk and the expenditures incurred by DGH shall be
deducted from the bills of the contractor.

In case of any mishap/accident due to negligence of driver or otherwise, the
contractor will be solely responsible for all statuary/financial obligations and
DGH will not enter into the litigation whatsoever under any circumstances

In case of periodic maintenance or breakdown contractor should provide other
good condition alternative AC Buses of the same model for duty.

The buses would be required to pickup/drop the staff of DGH in time, at the
pickup points and routes, as prescribed by DGH from time to time. Tentative
route maps with Pick up & Drop points are enclosed. The route etc. can be
reviewed and if required, necessary changes will be intimated subsequently.

The normal office working hours are 9:30 hrs to 17:30 hrs, five days a week from
Monday to Friday. The buses are to report at starting point at 8.00 AM or
mutually agreed time. Only DGH staff and other persons authorized by DGH
will be permitted to travel in the bus. DGH reserves the right to intercept the bus
enroute and verify the identity of the passenger.

The Bidder will provide Bid Bond of Rs. 1,80,000/- with the Technical Bid.

The Bidder will provide Performance Bank Guarantee of 5% (5 percent) on
award of the contract.

The Bidder should have minimum of two (2) years experience in providing bus
services on contract and Bidder should have service tax number.

Rates of Payment Terms and Payment Terms.

13 (a) The payment shall be made as per rates indicated in Annexure-lll. Rates
guoted will include all taxes chungi, Toll charges any other Govt. taxes
etc as applicable. Service Tax will be paid extra at applicable rate. The
rates quoted by the Contractor shall remain firm throughout the duration
of the contract.

13 (b) Bills shall be submitted by the contractor on a monthly basis and
undisputed payment shall be released within 30 days from the date of
receipt of bills. No interest will be paid if the disputed payments are held
beyond 30 days.

13 (c) Income tax will be deducted at source at the applicable rate.
Performance Bank Guarantee

The contractor will have to provide a performance bank guarantee of 5% (5
percent) of the total contract value as per the specified performa within 7 days
from the award of contract, failing which the award of contract may be cancelled.

Default in Contracted Service

15(a) In case, the buses do not report for duty a penalty of 5000/- per day per
bus will be levied.

15(b) In case, the buses report late for duty by one hour, a penalty of Rs. 500/-
per occasion will be levied.

15(c) In case, the buses are not cleaned, a fine of Rs. 200 /- per occasion per
bus will be imposed.

15(d) In case, AC is not working satisfactorily, a fine of Rs 1000 /- per occasion
per bus will be imposed.

15(e) In case, curtains are dirty, worn out, a fine of Rs 1000 /- per occasion per
bus will be imposed.

15(f) In case, Driver or/ and Conductor does / do not has/have proper requisite
uniform, a fine of Rs 1000/ per occasion per bus will be imposed.

15(g) In case, newspaper are not provided a fine off Rs 50/- per occasion per
bus will be imposed.
DGH will designate one Coordinator per Bus for determining the penalty
and their decision will be final.

Termination of contract
16(a) Contract can be terminated at any time by DGH by giving 15 days
notice.

16(b) DGH's decision in respect of any dispute arising out of the services
shall be final and binding on the contractor.

Arbitration

In the event of any disagreement/dispute arising in connection with execution of
the contract which cannot be settled in an amicable manner between DGH and
the contractor, the matter shall be referred to Arbitration. Such Arbitration shall
be governed by the provisions of the Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996
as amended till date. The venue of such Arbitration will be at Delhi
